DRC in Ukraine

DRC has been operating in Ukraine since 2014. After 24
February 2022, DRC launched a multi-sectoral response
to the large-scale humanitarian crisis.

For the last few years, DRC has supported millions of
people in sectors such as Protection, Economic
Recovery, Shelter and Settlements, and Humanitarian
Disarmament and Peacebuilding.
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NP1 PROTECTION

DRC in Ukraine provides protection and access to
services for persons of concern including IDPs, host
communities, hard-to-reach communities and people
with specific needs.

The protection programme and advocacy work are data-
driven from the continuous Protection monitoring
activities, including household surveys, key informant
interviews, focus group discussions, observations, and
rapid protection and gender-based violence (GBV)
assessments.




For the most vulnerable and at-risk DRC is providing:

We also ensure access to services through awareness raising on referral
pathways and available services. DRC’s women and girls' safe spaces empower
women and girls to share and obtain information, access services, enhance
their psychosocial well-being, and more fully realise their rights.

Furthermore, the DRC is strengthening the capacity of duty
bearers responsible for providing protection services by
offering in-kind assistance and capacity-building support
to help them recover from the impact of the conflict.

These activities are further complemented by partnerships
with Ukrainian civil society organisations to deliver vital
protection services, including legal assistance and GBV
support.
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ECONOMIC
RECOVERY

DRC offers comprehensive support to conflict-affected
populations, including internally displaced persons
(IDPs) and returnees through various forms of cash
assistance.

This support includes multi-purpose cash assistance
designed to help recipients cover essential needs, as well
as sector-specific cash aid targeted at farming
households to assist in the recovery and protection of
agricultural activities.




Moreover, DRC provides upskilling and reskilling
opportunities for vulnerable and hard-to-reach groups,
enhancing their opportunities to access dignified
employment.

As part of its programme, DRC also aids micro, small, and
medium-sized enterprises in their recovery so they can
create new jobs and maintain operations during
wartime.

This holistic approach aims to stabilise and improve the
livelihoods of affected communities.
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Non-food items distributions

DRC supports collective centres for IDPs and communities with the distribution
of non-food items, including hygiene kits, NFI kits, kitchen and bedding sets.
During the winter months, the kits expand to include items which help to
withstand the cold conditions (e.g. warm blankets and cash for fuel or utilities).
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In addition, where people are exposed to shelling, DRC provides emergency

shelter repair kits. These kits contain tacks, OSB sheets, wooden planks,
construction foam, plastic sheeting, tarps, etc. that can be used to make
temporary repairs to damaged properties.

DRC supported thousands of affected families with
light and medium repairs of houses and apartment
blocks in Lviv, Chernihiv, Kharkiv, Sumy, Mykolaiv,
Kherson, Dnipropetrovsk, Donetsk, and Zaporizhzhia
Oblasts.

Furthermore, DRC rehabilitates collective centres and
other types of collective accommodations for displaced
people.




In Mykolaiv, DRC is working with the Municipality to
restore the water distribution station and water supply
network damaged when the main supply was shelled
and have community facilities and infrastructure
projects planned (in coordination with the hromadas) for
the recovery of communities in Mykolaiv Oblast.

DRC is now working with further education
establishments, assisting them with repairs so that they
can recommence training in essential skills for the
reconstruction of Ukraine.

DRC teams also responded promptly to the destruction
of the Kakhovka Dam—together with our local partners,
we helped Kherson residents clean up debris, pump out
water from flooded houses and yards, and later assisted
with repairs.
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HUMANITARIAN
DISARMAMENT AND
PEACEBUILDING

DRC has been one of the leading humanitarian mine
action operators in Ukraine since 2016.

Armed conflict has prompted DRC to take proactive
measures, not only engaging directly in clearing
contaminated areas but also committing to enhance the
capabilities of national mine action actors, e.g. the Mine
Action Centre, the State Emergency Service of Ukraine,
etc.




Within this Sector, DRC implements a number of activities including:

Non-Technical Survey Explosive Ordnance Risk Education (EORE)

Our short-term plans include the use
of demining machines in Mykolaiv
Oblast. This equipment makes the
clearing process much faster—after
using the machine, deminers only
check the area to see if there are any
explosive ordnance left.
