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DRC has been operating in Bangladesh since 2014,
and in 2017 we started providing emergency
assistance to the Rohingya population arriving from
neighbouring Myanmar.

As of 2024, DRC is programming in Bangladesh
through four DRC sectors: Protection, Economic
Recovery, Camp Coordination & Camp Management
and Shelter & Settlements.

DRC works with the Refugee Relief and Repatriation
Commission (RRRC) of the Government of
Bangladesh and the Inter-Sector Coordination
Group (ISCG) to provide humanitarian assistance in
Cox’s Bazar.
